Costs incurred in investigating and preparing prosecutions, including Officers’ time, the professional fees of expert witnesses etc. are recorded as prosecution costs.  Arrangements have been made with the Magistrates Court for any costs awarded to be reimbursed to the City Council.  As an indication of the level of activity in 2003/2004 £16,609 was awarded by the courts.  Monies paid in respect of fines are paid to the Treasury.
